ACREEMENT ON THE TRANSFER OF PERSONS SENTENCED TO
IMPRISONMENT
BETWEEN
THE ISLAMIC REPUBLIC OF IRAN
AND
THE REPUBLIC OF CYPRUS

Preamble
The islamic Repubtic of Jran and the Republic of Cyprus, hereinafier referred
to as “the Contracting Parties™, considering the bilateral imerest to strengthen the
effective cooperation in the ficld of transferring sentenced persons, bascd on the
principles of national sovereignly and the sociaf rehabilitation of sentenced persons,
have agreed as follows:

Articie 1
Definitions

The mneaning of the terms used in this agreement is as follows:

1. "Sentencing Statc™ means the Siate whose courts have imposed a sentence of
imprisenment or other {reedom ~ depriving punishment on the persan who may be, or
hus been, transferred.

2. “Enforcing State™ imcans the State that exccules in ils territory the judgimem
of imprisonment or freedom depriving punishment issued against a person of its
nationality,

3, “Sentenced Person”™ shall mean a person who has been sentenced by a
judgment issved by the courts of one of the Contracting Parties to imprisonment or
deprivation of liberty for comunission of a crime.

4. “Competent Authorities” of either of the Conwracting Panies are bodies that
according (o their law are involved in any way in the transfer of the sentenced persons.

Article 2
Scope of Agreement
Cither of the Contracting Parties shall, in accordance with the provisions of this
agreement, transfer to the Enforcing Stale individvals who have becn sentenced to
imprisonment within the ferrilory of the Sentencing State in order to serve their
sentence or the remaining sentence imposed on them.

Article 3
Conditions for Transler

1. A sentenced person may be transferred only on the following conditions:;

) If that person is a national of the Enforcing State,

b) If, according to the laws of the Seniencing Siate, the judgmem is final and
binding;

¢} i 1he remaining period of punishment mentiened in the judgment is 6
months or morc;

d) I the Seatenced Person consents to histher transfer, or it is requested by
his’her legal representarive or by one of the Contracting Porties in view of his‘her

physical or mental condition; .
=
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e) If the act for which a sentence has been made constitotes an offence
according 1o the laws of the Enforcing Stale;
f} If both the Sentencing and the Enforcing Stale agree with the transter of the

sentenced person.
2. In exceptional cases, the Coniracting Parties may agree to iransfer those

sentenced persons that the remaining period of their punishment is less than 6 months.

Article 4
Information on Enforcement

1. The Enforcing State shall provide the following information to the
Sentencing Stalc conceming the enforcement of the sealence

a) I the sentenced persan has escaped from custod Y hefore completion of the
enforcement of the sentence in the 1erritory of the Enforcing State;

b} If the Sentencing State requests a special report 0|1| the Sentenced Person,

c) When it considers the enforcement of the sentence{to have been completed.

3. The Sentencing Staic shall inform the sentenced person in writing of actions
taken by itse)f or the Enforcing State under this agreement as well as the decisions
made by either of the rwo States concerning the request for transfer,

Artitle S
Exchangc of Information
‘The Contracting Parlies shall ecxchange, annually or when requested,
information on the sentenced persons who are nationals of each other.

Artlele 6
Request for Transfer

1. In case a transfer is requested, the Scnlencmg State shall forward the
following documents and information 1o the Enforcing Staté, unless otherwise agreed
between the two Contracting Parties:

a) The particulars of the Sentenced Person including hisfher name, surname,
father’s name, date and place of birth;

b) The documents of the nationality of the Sentenced Perr.on if any;

) The text of the legal documents upon which the Judgmcnt is based;

d) The request for wronsfer made by the Senlenced Person, or his/her lcgal
representative according to Article 3 (1.d);

e) A copy of the judgment imposing the sentence and the decision of the
Competent Authorities on its legal validity, where applicable;

f} A cenificate issued by the Sentencing Statc on Uie period of imprisonment
served, the period the sentenced person spent in custody | before trial and pardon,
amnesty, cominutation and the remaining period of the sentence;

). A medical certificate on the physical and menldl status of 1he Scntenced

Person.

Article 7
Supporting Documents
The Enforcing State shall provide the following documents if requested by the

Semencing Siate:
&
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a) A document or certificale proving that the Sentenced Person is & national of
the Enforcing State;

by A copy of the law of the Enforcing State which provides that the acr or
omission on account of which the sentence has been impased constitutes an offence in
the Enforcing Stale.

Article 8
Examination of Consent to Transfer
1. The Senlencing Stale shall ensure that the consent referred to in article 3
{1.d1 has heen declared frcely, voluntarily and with full knowledge of consequences
thereof,
2. The Enfarcing State is entitled 10 ensure. through its consul or other official
agreed upon, of the consent which has been declared by the Senicncing Stale.

Article 9
Reply 1o Request for Transfer
The Requested Contracting Party shall decide within one month afier receiving
the documents referred to in an, 7 of this agreement on accepling or refusing the request
for transfer and inform in writing, as the case may be, the sentenced person, or his /her
legal represemative and the Sentencing State of its decisian.

Article 10
Time, Place and Manner of Transfer
The Contracting Parties shal! agrce on the place, date and conditions for
transfer of the sentenced person at the earliest convenience.

Article 11
Transfer Expenses
All expenses related to the transfer of the sentenced person as of the dste he is
delivered to the Enforcing State shall be bome by the Enforcing State.

Article 12
Arrangements for Enforcing the Judgment afier Transfer

1. The Enforcing State is obliged 10!

a) Continue the enforcement of the sentence imincdiately upon an order of its
campetent authority:

Or

b) Through a judicial or sdminisirative procedure, convert the senlence into a
degision of that State, thereby substituting a punishment prescribed by the law of the
Enforcing State for the same offence, under this article, for the punishment imposed in
the Sentencing State.

2. Th¢ Enforcing State, if requested, is obliged to inform the Sentencing Siate
before the transfer of the sentenced person as to which of the procedures it will follow.

3. The enforcement of the sentence shall be poverned by the laws of the
Enforcing State and only that State is competent to make all appropriate decisions.

4. In the case of continued enforcement. the Enforcing State shall be bound by

the legal nan,.¢ and duration of the sentencce ax determined by the Sentencivg State,
w2
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5. However, in cases where the sentence imposed is by its nature or duration
incompatible with the law of the Enforcing State, or its law|[so requires, that State may,
through its competent suthority, adapt the sentence to the punishment or measures
prescribed by its own law for a similar offence.

6. In the case of conversion of a sentence, the Enforcing State shall apply its
own procedure. When converting the sentence, the competent authority is obliged:

a) To be bound by the findings as to the facts insofar as they appear explicitly
or implicitly from the judgment issued in the Sentencing State;

b) Not to convert a punishment imvolving deprivation of liberty to a pecuniary
punishment;

¢) To deduct the full period of deprivation of liberty served by the Sentenced

Person,

d) Not to aggravate the punishment imposed against the Sentenced Person and
not to be bound by any minimum which the Jaw of the Enforcing State may provide for
the offence or the offences committed.

7. If the conversion procedure takes place after the transfer of the Sentenced
Ferson, the Enforcing State shall keep that person in custody or otherwise ensure his/her
presence in its territory until the end of that procedure.

Article 13

Pardon, Amnesty and Commutation
Either of the Contracting Parties may in accordance with its national law grant

pardon, amnesty or commutation of the sentence imposed against the Sentenced Person.

Article 14
Review of the Judgment
Only the Sentencing State is entitled to review the judgment issued for the

person who is the subject of the transfer.

Article 15
Transit from Third State
Either of the Contracting Parties, upon the request of the other Contracting

Party, shall assist in transiting a Sentenced Person from its territory to & third State or
from a third state to the other Contracling Party based on an agreement between the
other Contracting Party and the third state.

Article 16
Retroactivity
Provisions of this Agreement shall also be appliceble to the judgments issued

by the courts of either of the Contracting Parties prior to its |entry into force.

Article 17
Channels of Communication
Any communication between the Contracting Parties regarding transfer of
sentenced persons shall take place via the Ministry of Jusnce of the Islamic Republic of
Iran on the one side and the Ministry of Justice and Public Order of the Republic of
Cyprus on the other side, through diplomatic channels.

C ‘ :
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Article 18

Settlement of Disputes
Any dispute in inferpretation or execution of this Agreement shall be settled by

the competent authorities of the Contracting Parties through direct negotiation or
diplomatic channels.
Artkle 19

Amendments
This Agreement may be amended by mutual writften agreement of the

Contracting Parties. Such amendments shall enter into force subject to the taws of both
Contracting Parties,

Article 20
Yalidity of Agrecment
This Agreement shall be in force for five years as of the date of the last notice

of either of the Contracting Parties to the other Contracting Party, stating that it has
taken all measures in accordance with its laws and regulations for entry into force of
this Agreement. Upon expiration of above mentioned period the Agreement will
automatically be extended for one year periods, unless one of the Contracting Parties
informs in writing the other Contracting Party of its infertion regarding the termination
of the Agreement six months prior to the lermination of the current period.

The expiration or termination of the validity period of this Agreement shall not
affect any request for transfer initiated when the Agreement was effective,

This Agreement consisting of a Preamble and 20 Articles was drawn up in

November 2014, in two equally valid copies in the Persian, Greek and English
languages,

In the event that any dispute arises as a result of the interpretation of the texts of
this Agreement, the English text shall prevail.
