CHAPTER I .

3 1)  The inviting government, in agreement with or on a proposal by
the Council, may notify the international organizations other than those
referved to in Nos. 269A to 269D of the Convention which may be interested
- in sending observers to participate in the conference.

8 Time-limits and conditions for submission of proposals
and reports to conferences '

6.  The Secretary-General shall assemble and coordinate the proposals
received from Member States and shall communicate them to Member States
as they are received, but in any case at least two months before the opening of
the canference, making them available by electronic means.

shall not be entitled to submit proposals.

Unless otherwise decided by the plenary meeting, the
observers referred to in Nos, 278, 279, 280 and, as appropriate, 282 of the
Convention, shall be authorized to attagd such commitices, with the exception
of the steering, credentials, budget control and editorial committees, -
