Thc Islamic Republic of Iram and the Islamic Republic of
Afghanistan hereinafter referred to as “Contracting Parties,” in
view of their tautual interests in strengthening mutnal relations
and establishing effective cooperation in extradition-related arcas

based on the principles of national sovereignty, non-intervention

in domestic affairs of cach other and protection of mutual
interests, agroed as follows .

Article 1 Extradition Obligation _
Upon the. request of each Contracting Party, the other

Article 2 Extradition Cases

Extradition may take place in following Cases:

A)  Bxtradition of a person can be sought for an act that
constitutes an offence under the laws of both Contracting
Parties and pimishable by 8 maximum penalty of

* imprisonmest for a period not less than one year. :

B) When extradition is sought for a person who has -

committed an offence for which the penmalty deesa’t
- exceed the period mentioned under clause (A) of this

Article and the judgement issued is a minimmm.of 6

" months of imprisonment or any other heavier penalty.

Article 3 Refusal of Extradition
The request for exiradition shall bo refused:

1)  When the person sought to be cxtradited is a citizen of the
requested Contracting Party at the time of commission of
an offence. - : '
_When the offcuce for which the extradition has been

requested is a political or military offence. The nature of

: Contracting Parties the offence for which the extradition
has been requested is not legally prosecutable and/or the
judgement is not cxccutable, In the event that the
extradition is mot accepted, the requesting Contracting
Party shall be informed of the refisal of the extradition
request and the relevant reasons. '

 Article 4 Preparation of Extradition Request

The request for extradition shall contain the- following

information and accomgianied by the following evidence:

information or clarification, in case the person sought to be
exfradited is under amest or under preventive measures, the
requested Contracting Party may request the other Contracting
Party to provide the required information or clarification.

Arhcle 5 Translation of Documents

The above-mentioned documents shall be drawn up
according to the laws .of the requesting Contracting Party
accompanied by the relevant transletion into the language of
requested Contracting Party. Diplomatic delegation or Consulate
of the requesting Contracting Party and/or the official iranslator
ofthcsmdsmemdiorthereqlmtedCommPa:tyshaﬂ
attest the translation of such documents.

_Article 6 Detention of the Person Sought m
be Extradited

Upon receiving the request for extradition, except in cases
mentioned under Article (3) of this Agreement, the requested
Contracting Party shall take the necessary measures in order to
arrest and detain the requested person according to its intemnal
laws,

Article 7 Detention until Receiving Extradition Request
1) In cases of cmergency, the competent authorities of the
requesting Contracting Party may request temporaty

detention of the requested person.
In such cases, the competent authorities ofﬂlereqnwwdi :
Contracting Party shall meke a decision regarding the
detention of the requested person according to their own
internal law.

'2) In detention request, the requesting Contracting Party
shall refer tp the judgment or warrant of arrest while
indicating that the extradition of the said person will be -
requested and the requested Contracting Party will be
provided with extradition documents immediately. '

3) The detained person will be released if thé extradition
request is not received thhm one moath a.ﬁetthe arrest
of the said person.

. Article 8 Postponement of Extradition
1)  Upon making decision regarding extradition request, the
requestéd Contrecting Party may postpone the extradition
of the said person in order to camy out investigations
related 'to the offence other than the one for which the
cxtradition has been requested. :

Contracting Party prior to the terminstion of prosecution,

Article 14 Delivery of Objects
1) In ¢ompliance with the provisions of Article (2) of this

obtained due to the offeace, to the requesting Contracting
